When you visit this website, receive products or services from us, and/or we send marketing communications to you,
we may collect and process the following data about you:

e Name, company name, contact details including address(es), telephone number(s) and email address. You are
not under any obligation to provide any this information.

e We automatically collect basic technical information from website visitors through automatic data collection
tools, which may include cookies and other commonly used technologies (see sections on Cookies below).
